This article is devoted to a historiographical analysis of the problem of studying and scientifically researching the contribution
of members of the Amudarya expedition, organized in 1874 in the territory of present-day Karakalpakstan, to illuminating the
history of the Karakalpak people and the nature of the Aral Sea region. The authors examine the main stages in the formation of
the historiography of this issue - the colonial period, the Soviet period, and the post-Soviet period - identifying the specific features
and methodological approaches characteristic of each period. In particular, the article pays special attention to the analysis of
scientific works and memoirs reflecting the activities of the Amu Darya expedition organized in the Aral Sea region. Evaluations
given to this topic in different historical periods, their changes, and the influence of ideological factors are also examined. The
article identifies gaps and contradictions in existing research and proposes promising directions for deeper study of the topic. The
authors also discuss the influence of the source base, ethnopoalitical interpretations, and ideological approaches on historical
research. The results of the analysis show that the documents of the Amu Darya expedition remain insufficiently studied socio-
political phenomena in domestic and foreign historiography. This work can be valuable for historians, ethnologists, and
researchers studying the history of the peoples of Central Asia.

The Role of Foreign Historiographical and Theoretical-Methodological Approaches in the Study of the History of
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Karakalpakstan during the Colonial Period (18" — Early 20™ Centuries)

The article examines the significance of foreign historiographical and theoretical-methodological approaches in studying the
history of Karakalpakstan during the colonial period (18" — early 20" centuries). The author substantiates the necessity of inte-
grating national and Western scholarly traditions to overcome the ideological and methodological constraints inherited from Soviet
historiography. Particular attention is given to the analysis of works by representatives of the Annales School (M.Bloch, L.Febvre),
the civilizational approach of A.Toynbee, the sociocultural concepts of P.Sorokin, and the philosophical-historical ideas of
K.Jaspers and F.Fukuyama. Based on a comparative analysis of primary and secondary sources, including the works of S.Becker
and A.Vambéry, the study reveals differences in the interpretation of key events related to the incorporation of the lower Amu
Darya region into the orbit of the Russian Empire. Foreign methodologies — comparative, causal, civilizational, and longue duré —
are applied to reinterpret the socio-economic and cultural transformations of Karakalpak society in the 18"—19" centuries. The
author emphasizes that the use of international theoretical experience contributes to the expansion of the conceptual framework
of national historiography, the formation of a multiperspective view of the past, and the identification of interrelations between
local and global historical processes. The study demonstrates the need to systematize foreign sources and develop a synthetic
concept that unites the achievements of national and international historical scholarship, thereby opening new prospects for the
further development of Karakalpak historiography and strengthening its international academic standing.
